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Big cities globally are
placing important on mass transit
system through modern and
extensive railway system. Thailand’s
transportation still mainly relies on
road-based system. Thailand strives
to transform the country from road
based to rail-based system by
increasing rail transport from 1.4% to
10% following amendment of the
Transportation and Traffic plan.
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“The Bangsue station” will be

a new central station, replacing
the current Hua Lam pong Station,
for all rail systems in Thailand by
2021. The area becomes Bangkok
new central Business Development.
The station will have space
274192 sqg. meters and will become
the biggest railway station in
ASEAN.
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Development of long distance railway network from single track to dual track is an
important policy that the SRT is undertaking to support the country’s sustainable development.
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The advantages of the dual track system is that the train will have more capacity to carry
passengers and cargo, do not have to wait at the junctions thereby increasing punctuality.
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In the future, the SRT aims to
increase the network of dual track
railway to 3,157 km., adding 12 new
railway routes. There will be additional
trains for 2,419 km., a total of 6,463 km.
The trains will pass through 61
provinces.
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High Speed Railway will help reduce accident rate, city
development and to promote tourism as well as to minimize the
climate change impact as only 4 kg. Of CO, per 100 passengers
per km. will be released.
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There are four routes for the High
speed train in Thailand: The northern
route from Bangkok to Chiang Mai, the
Northeastern route from Bangkok to Nong
Khai, the Eastern route from Bangkok to
Rayong and the Southern route from
Bangkok to Padang Besar, in Malaysia.

According to Thailand'’s urgent and long term
plans, high speed train is expected to be opened
for service in 2023-2037 onwards. The fare price
ranges from 107-1,700 baht. It is expected that the
maximum passengers will be up to 29,000 people
a day in 2025.

Commuter train is a mass transit system
linking traveling from the city center of Bangkok
and its surrounding areas. It looks like Mass Rapid
Transit (MRT) as it runs through the city but it has
a lower operating frequency and can link to the
long distance trains.
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Sub-urban train system or Commuter train will improve
the quality of life. The passengers have no need to endure
the traffic jam and congestion in the city. It will motivate the
use of public transport instead of private cars. It is expected
that the amount of passengers will reach 1,080,000 people

per travel per day in 2031.
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The commuter train development BOVUIED-KOATWY LAk wo-UKIBE
plan has two routes: dark red line 6. awﬁuoqa‘au
and light red line along North-South ¥OVUIDED-KOKIUIN
and East-West. It will be opened in

2021 together with the Bang sue
Central station.
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Thailand’s the commuter train: light red line and dark red line, there are two routes in the
first phase. The total distance is 415 km. and there are five routes in the second phase. The total

distance is 95.4 km.

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Thailand is developing the commercial
areas around the Transit-Oriented Development
(TOD) that it will be used as a basis for the
development of the area around the station. It
consists of Core Commercial, which is the commercial
areas and the secondary area which is the
residential areas, schools, parks, and office buildings.
The key point is to facilitating access to the
stations with various methods.
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The development of commercial areas for the SRT's sustainability is divided into three ways:
land development around sub-urban areas, dual railway station areas and new community in the
station areas on a large plot of land that has a prime location and high potential.
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The future of Thai railways is part of determining the future of Thailand. The railway systems
will be the main core of the country’s journey. There will have more various train lines together
with the development of cities around the stations. This will help reduce logistics costs for the
country.
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
